As Community and Club
Presidents we say a huge thank
you to everyone who supported
the 40th Anniversary Celebration
on 6 September, exactly 40 years
since the Anchorage inauguration.

Some 120 people enjoyed a
fabulous evening. We hope this
memorable event and many

others help us maintain a
thriving community for many
years to come.

Only a month later, we were very
pleased that so many people
participated in making the
decisions at the October EGMs,
either in person, via Zoom, or

by proxy voting. As you know,
there were two significant items
presented; the proposal to bring in
a new restaurant provider starting
in 2026 and proposals to renew
and enhance the Pool 2 area.

A lot of work was undertaken

over the last year resulting in a
recommendation to bring in new
people to run the restaurant and
beach bar. After a long discussion
at the Club EGM, the proposal

to complete a contract with the
Schwaiger team was supported by
94% of the Club shareholders’ vote.

More work is now needed to get
the restaurant up and running
for the summer season. When
it opens, we urge you to be as

refurbishment of the toilets, and
once costs for the other proposals
are firmed up these will be
included in future years' budgets.

VISION FOR POOL 2

I am delighted to introduce our ideas for the renewal
of Pool 2 area. Asyou know, as a Committee we

are always trying to improve the experience of the
Anchorage for the benefit of the Owners. We formed
a working group of Norbert Gresch, Nicole Breuer,
David Bentheim and Miguel Galina.

Our Vision: To update the POOL 2 area - more
sympathetic, welcoming and visually more appealing

As a working group we have identified four elements
for the regeneration of Pool 2 area:

Restrooms: The plan is refurbishment of the
restrooms and removal of the indoor showers

(they are 40 years old). See plan (whois supplying
the plan?). We are looking to completely strip out

the current toilets, tiles, sinks etc. and renew all
pipework, electrics, bathroom fittings and tiles to give
a much open and user-friendly restroom similar in
style to Anchorage Club restrooms. We have included
two changing areas and a baby changing bench. We
are aiming for a more modern and visually pleasing
experience. Miguel Galena has been consulted on
design and refurbishment cost.

Pillared Area: We look to remove the BBQ and bar/
shelf, again an old and hardly ever used installation.
This will open up the area to allow a bigger space for
pilates, yoga, etc and give better space for the Ping
Pong table. Options to install a small kitchen island &
sink for entertaining and/or some casual seating are
being explored by the Committee.

Pool: We plan to replace the existing pool cover
with a floating pool cover which is flush with the
surrounding stonework. This will open up the area
and have a far better visual impact with softer and
cleaner lines.

Pergola: Removed some years ago, the pergola

will be replaced with a simple wood structure
(similar to the other wood structures throughout the
Anchorage).
